e During the 1,000 years, there has been a huge increase in population,
for now the nations number as the sand of the sea (v. 8). This implies:
o That the Davidic Kingdom is now at its greatest peak and has
fulfilled the prophecies of a worldwide Kingdom.
o That the Gentiles that entered the Kingdom with their mortal
bodies have had children during this time.
e This army will encircle the camp of the saints about and their beloved
city.
o This is clearly a reference to the Jews, who inherited the
Kingdom, and not to “all Christians.” It is also clearly a
reference to Jerusalem.

e Inthe lake of fire the devil will be tormented day and night for ever
and ever (v. 10).

o Every indication is that all the inhabitants of the Lake of Fire
will suffer this torment. The Bible does not teach
annihilationism.

e At this point, there are only three known inhabitants of “hell.” Those
who have previously died and not yet been resurrected are in the
“place of torment” and in the conscious torment of the “rich man” in
the story of the rich man and Lazarus (Lk. 16:19-31).
